Ed Green advised that a meeting called by the Historical Society would be held on 9th July at the Community Hall. Lips had been invited to send 3 representatives. Ed Green and Annji Rodgers would try to attend.

Ed Green advised of a recent Local Marine Advisory Committee (LMAC), which had discussed – Water Quality, Dredging, Netting Boats and the 7% increase in recreational boating.

Great Barrier Reef Marine Parks Association (GBRMPA) had also met and in part had discussed the provision of guidance with the Low Isles Volunteer Program.

GBRMPA Workplace Health & Safety manager will assist our program with OH&S issues and intend to visit Low Isles for these discussions.

The meeting discussed the new appointment of a coordinator for Low Isles Preservation Society. Alex Mateer had been the successful applicant.

Time frame for employment would initially be from July to December.

It was thought that the volunteer program should be a priority with OH&S and grant writing to follow.

The volunteer program could cover 3 main stages of volunteer training.

1) General maintenance to assist caretaker

2) 2) Public relations and diplomacy – beach patrol.

3) 3) GBRMPA Interpretive Course. Reef ecology, Sustainability,

4) Marine/Island walk and Island History.

A pre training information package would be developed to give volunteers an idea of training needs and safety prior to undertaking training on the island.

Duties of the coordinator would be undertaken over 15 hours per week with the following approximation of time distribution.

10 hours develop the volunteer program

2 hours Gazette column/ publicity

3 hours grant applications and writing.

Ed green would draft a contract to cover the coordinator position with time frame recommendations.

The coordinator would be directly answerable to the President Ed Green, who would consult with the LIPS committee.
